1.  Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Ed Fotsch. Present were Committee members Tom Reilly and John Cox. Also present was Captain John Rohrbacher along with interested community residents Herb Weiner and Alisha Oloughlin of Marin Co. Bicycle Coalition.
Absent were committee members Bob Page and Patricia Pigman along with Director of Public Works Jonathon Goldman and City Council Liaison Thomas Theodores. 
2. Review and Approval of March 3, 2014 Meeting Notes
Approved as submitted.
3. Old Business
A) Market Research status and next steps. Deferred to May 5 meeting due to absence of Bob Page.
B) Tracy Way bike parking option. Tuesday 4/15 conversion planned. Capacity to be raised to 800-900 bikes. Three people to handle ferry reservation system and other needs.  1 each from Golden Gate Transit, Blue and Gold Ferry and SF rental bike suppliers.  Option to assess fee for bike parking to generate revenue for the city to be examined after more experience is gained.
C) c/d	GGNRA, Vista Point, Transportation Authority Marin.  Update on bike-related projects along with major discussion.  The Vista Point trail terrain and potential use to reroute bikes on a dedicated trail to Fort Baker away from Alexander where car and bike traffic leads to congestion was reviewed.
D) Identified need to be closely involved with these major projects to extent possible.  Herb Weiner is our TAM representative along with close participant in the Vista Point Trail discussions.  He agreed to keep us involved as these projects progress and to represent PABAC needs and ideas.



4. Committee Report to City Council.
Much discussion on the City Council Report to be prepared by Chairman Ed Fotsch was held.  Multiple topics were discussed including:
A) Helmet law
B) Vista Point trail reopening
C) Ambassador program 
D) Tracy Way bike parking
E) Enhanced enforcement of stop lights and crosswalks in the downtown during weekend mornings
Resolutions were discussed and voted upon. These resolutions will be reviewed at May 5th PABAC meeting and submitted to the city manager for presentation at City Council meeting later in May.

Discussed need for “U-Racks” for bicycle parking in areas of Sausalito.  These would be used by road riders in high volume areas such as Caledonia Street and heart of shopping area.
