2.  Review and Approval of Meeting Notes
· approved

3.  Old Business
a. Safety/Signage Priority- 
· Council member Weiner explained past attempts to improve signage to encourage bikers to ride safely while not obstructing traffic.  Important points included:
· Regulatory signs demanding single file bike riding is prohibited
· Advisory signs suggesting single file bike riding is legal but may not have much of an effect
· There is a new CA law requiring 3’ of distance for cars passing bikes
· There is a possible change to the Sausalito roads near the ferry terminal that could provide more bike parking or a valet
· A bike valet might generate sufficient revenue for valet staffing and one or two ‘bike ambassadors’ for the city on busy days

· There are some bike related studies in the works for the ferry and Gate 6 areas
· We may be able to get fire/safety information on the number of bike injuries in the City and on the park service leading to the City

b. Options were discussed for better enforcement of stop signs, lights and pedestrian walkways in the City beginning at the top or Alexander ave

· Captain Rohrbacher noted that tickets to bikers would not fund another FTE for Sausalito because much of the money for a ticket goes to the state and county

c. Options for helmet laws, mandatory waiver forms, etc.
· The helmet safety issue was discussed and will be brought up again when the bike vendors are invited to the committee
d. Market Research status and next steps 
· The status of the visitor/biker and business surveys was discussed
· A snap-shot bike census was being pursued along Alexander avenue by Ed Fotsch
· We do not currently have good data on the number of bikes coming to Sausalito though the GG Ferry folks may have data on bikes on the ferry

e. Discussion related to non-voting members responsibilities, terms, recruitment
· The role of non-voting members was again reviewed and possible candidates discussed.  This will be revisited at the next bike committee meeting

4.  Discussion with Mayor Herb Weiner on Past Efforts at Optimizing Bike Issues
· This discussion was taken within the context of safety and signage as above

5.  Public Comment on items not on the Agenda 

· Carol Morales participated in the committee discussions and mentioned that it is important to address concerns of citizens and pedestrians when considering bikers.

· Current topics would be continued at future meetings
· Engagement of the Chamber of Commerce on a number of issues including our surveys and the current City of Sausalito Mobile App
· Next meeting we will discuss moving the committee to a once/month format
