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On Tuesday, February 7, 2017, at 10:53AM, the Sausalito Police Department responded to a report of a
robbery that had just occurred at the Westamerica Bank at 1 Harbor Drive.

Upon arrival, officers learned that approximately 15 minutes earlier a white male had entered the
building and approached a bank teller. The subject verbally threatened the teller and demanded
money. The teller provided the subject with money and the subject exited the bank and fled
northbound on Bridgeway. The monetary loss at this time is estimated to be in excess of $10,000. No
weapons were seen during the robbery and no one was injured.

The subject was described as a white male, approximately 45 year of age, 6 feet tall, 195 pounds, with
blue or green eyes. The subject was wearing a dark jacket with the hood over his head, a baseball cap,
and a red scarf or bandana obstructing his face. A photograph of the suspect is attached to this press
release.

Personnel from the Sausalito Police Department and the Marin County Sheriff’s Office conducted an
extensive search for the suspect but were unable to locate him.
