NOTICE OF A VIRTUAL CITY COUNCIL HEARING ON CERTIFICATION OF THE FINAL ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT AND 
ADOPTION OF THE FINAL DRAFT GENERAL PLAN 

[bookmark: _GoBack]NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Sausalito City Council will hold a virtual public hearing beginning at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 9, 2021, with City Councilmembers and City staff participating through video conference, on certification of the Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) and adoption of the Final Draft Sausalito General Plan.

Project Description: The Sausalito General Plan Update is a focused effort to refine the objectives, policies, and programs within the existing General Plan to reflect current regulations and help guide and shape the community over the next 20 years. As part of the update process, the objectives, policies, and programs of the Marinship Specific Plan have been incorporated into the Land Use and Growth Management, Waterfront, Community Design, Historic and Cultural Preservation, Circulation and Parking, Health, Safety, and Community Resilience, Sustainability, and Economic Elements. The General Plan includes the following elements and meets State requirements: 
•	Land Use and Growth Management 
•	Housing 
•	Waterfront 
•	Community Design, Historic and Cultural Preservation 
•	Circulation and Parking 
•	Environmental Quality (includes the mandatory conservation, open space, and air quality elements) 
•	Health, Safety, and Community Resilience (includes the mandatory noise and safety elements) 
•	Sustainability 
•	Economic

The City of Sausalito Planning Commission conducted a duly-noticed public hearing on January 20, 2021 regarding the FEIR and Final Draft Sausalito General Plan and recommended that the City Council certify the FEIR and adopt the Final Draft Sausalito General Plan with recommended modifications related to Program LU-1.19.2 (Zoning Overlays) and Policy LU-2.15 (Marinship Existing Office Uses).

What will Happen: Pursuant to Section 3 of Executive Order N-29-20, issued by Governor Newsom, the hearing of the City Council on February 9, 2021 will be conducted telephonically through Zoom and broadcast live on the City’s Website and Cable TV Channel 27. Please be advised that pursuant to the Executive Order, and to ensure the health and safety of the public by limiting human contact that could spread the COVID-19 virus, the Council Chambers will not be open for the meeting, City Council members and the public will be participating telephonically and will not be physically present in the Council Chambers. The City Council agenda will contain details regarding how to virtually participate in the meeting and provide public comment prior to and during the meeting (visit https://www.sausalito.gov/city-government/city-council/meetings-and-agendas). At the hearing the City Council will consider all public testimony and decide whether or not to certify the FEIR and adopt Final Draft General Plan. The City Council may also decide to continue the public hearing, or request additional information. 

Document Availability: The Final Draft General Plan and the FEIR including the technical appendices, can be reviewed on the city’s website (https://www.sausalitogeneralplan.org/). Due to the COVID-19 crisis, city facilities are currently closed to the public. Hard copies of the Final Draft General Plan and FEIR are available via Library circulation curbside check-out.
