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Sausalito Police Department Apprehends Auto Burglary Suspects Following 
Citizen Tip 
 
On November 10, 2024, at approximately 9:30 PM, the Sausalito Police Department 
responded to a report of suspicious activity on Crescent Avenue. Alert citizens observed 
individuals looking into parked vehicles in the neighborhood and confronted them before 
contacting the police. Officers quickly arrived to investigate and located discarded 
property in the roadway. Shortly after Officers were able to apprehend two suspects 
matching the description as they were fleeing the scene.  
 
Officers detained two individuals: a 16-year-old juvenile of San Francisco and 20-year-
old Larrius White of Antioch, California. During the investigation, officers found White in 
possession of a loaded semi-automatic handgun, a high-capacity magazine, and 
burglary tools. White was taken into custody and transported to the Marin County Jail. 
White faces multiple felony and misdemeanor charges, including: 
 

• PC 25400(c)(6): Carrying a loaded concealed firearm in a public place 
• PC 32310(c): Possession of a high-capacity magazine 
• PC 466: Possession of burglary tools 
• PC 148(a)(1): Resisting, delaying, or obstructing a peace officer 
• PC 272(a)(1): Contributing to the delinquency of a minor 

 
The juvenile suspect was detained and later released to a legal guardian. 
 
The Sausalito Police Department commends the citizen who acted swiftly to report 
suspicious behavior, enabling officers to intervene and prevent further criminal activity. 
Community vigilance and the cooperation between residents and law enforcement play 
a crucial role in maintaining the safety and security of Sausalito.
